Activities realized in 2011:
Biodiversity and landscape conservation.
· In 2011 Eco-TIRAS has finished elaboration of the Reconstruction and Management Plan for the Yagorlyk Nature Reserve in Dubosari Region of Transdniester. The Plan was elaborated by the joint working group of Moldavian and Transdniester scientists. The Plan was approved by the Transdniester environmental authorities. Numerous actions especially those of eradication of alien plant species were realized with involvement of local population and NGOs. The Reconstruction and Management Plan was prepared for publishing and published as a separate book: http://eco-tiras.org/index.php?option=com_content&task=view&id=101&Itemid=34  . Activities were supported by the UNDP – Moldova in frames of the Trust Building Measures’ Program. · In 2011 Eco-TIRAS realized a project of OSCE on conservation of the Lower Dniester aquatic biodiversity. It was realized jointly with Odessa scientists and in the result were produced data on fish spawning places, intensity of spawning, sites important for fish reproduction and wintering pits. Data have been transferred to the Fish Protection Service of Moldova. This project was realized together with Transdniester NGO ‘Vitality’ and additionally the poster “Fishes of Middle and Lower Dniester River” was elaborated and published: http://www.eco-tiras.org/images/stories/2011/fishes-poster-dniester-2011.jpg 
Climate change adaptation.
· In 2011 Eco-TIRAS realized two projects in this field both directed to the development of adaptation measures for the transboundary Lower Dniester region. There were organized 3 seminars in Bender (Transdniester), Chisinau, Odessa, as well as one day of Climate Changes at the Dniester-2011 Youth Summer School. It was formed joint working group, which produced a set of adaptation measures and recommendations. Activities were supported by the Rosa Luxemburg Foundation (Berlin) and the Black Sea Trust for Regional Cooperation (Bucharest). 
· The results were published in a monograph “Roman Corobov. Climate Change Adaptation Policies in the Framework of Sustainable Environmental Management – An Emphasis on Countries in Transition”, Chisinau: Eco-TIRAS, 664 pp. In English, see here as well as in the proceedings of the final conference:  http://eco-tiras.org/index.php?option=com_content&task=view&id=107&Itemid=34 
Water and Health.

· The project “Setting targets and target dates under the Protocol on Water and Health for the Republic of Moldova” (funded by the UN Economic Commission for Europe) was realized by Eco-TIRAS within the scope to establish a dialogue between national stakeholders to establish national priorities in the field of water and health. Such priorities were established in 20 Protocol areas and the report was published in three languages: http://eco-tiras.org/index.php?option=com_content&task=view&id=105&Itemid=34   

· The other project on the seminar for stakeholders to establish priorities for implementation was realized with support of SDC (Swiss Agency for Development and Cooperation) was realized jointly with UNECE and resulted by three project proposals for financing by SDC. 
Development of Transdniester NGOs and trust building
· With financing of the National Endowment for Democracy the Eco-TIRAS supported activities and strengthened capacities of environmental NGOs in Transdniester (Internet in resource centers, books for libraries, trainings on fund raising, strategy planning, participation in international events). 

· With support of the OSCE Mission to Moldova we jointly with our Transdniester partner NGO “Leo Berg Foundation” organized the international conference dedicated to 135 years of famous naturalist Leo Berg born in Bendery, Transdniester. 120 scientists, including 60 from Moldova, participated in Bendery conference, and its proceedings (about 400 pages) were published and placed to Internet, see http://eco-tiras.org/index.php?option=com_content&task=view&id=98&Itemid=49&limit=1&limitstart=4 
Democratization of environment

Because in 2011 in Chisinau the Aarhus Convention MOP4 took place, Eco-TIRAS used this opportunity to:

· Develop and propose for adoption by the government of the National Aarhus Convention Implementation Action Plan (adopted by Government on 22 June 2011) as a result of Eco-TIRAS successful compliance to the Convention Compliance Committee against the Government of Moldova (limitation of access to information):

· To prevent construction of the wastes incineration plant on the territory of Chisinau Eco-TIRAS attacked in the Court of Appeal the decision of the Chisinau Municipality Council, by which the Council provided the Italian investor with 10 ha of land for the plant construction. Basing on the violation of the Aarhus Convention provision to consult public on the very initial stage of decision making the Court decided to cancel the Municipality Council decision (decision from December 13, 2011)

· For harmonization of Moldovan legislation with the EU Eco-TIRAS elaborated a draft law “On Access to Environmental Information” and presented to the Ministry of Environment for further work on it and adoption.
